 John 11:50 shows with certainty that these scholars are not mistaken. When Caiaphas spoke, “You do not realize that it is better for you that one man die for the people than that the whole nation perish,” he could not have meant “it is better for one man to die for the sake of people” (NIV). Let those who contend against the substitutionary nature of Christ’s death, argue with 1 Pet 2:24 and Isa 53:4-6.
 The simple fact is Jesus bore the curse of God produced by the Law (as identified in Gal 3:10) so that those who are evk pi,stewj might be spared from the curse which the Law pronouncements.
